Charles Spurgeon said, “Expect fruit in your children while they are 
children.  Pray for them that they may not run into the world and fall into 
the evils of outward sin, and then come back with broken bones to the 
Good Shepherd;  but that they may by God’s grace be kept from the paths 
of the destroyer and grow up in the fold of Christ, first as lambs of His 
flock, and then as sheep of His hand.” 
 

This summer a long time prayer was answered for me.  The Lord allowed 
me to see fruit in the children I have taught over the last eight years.  
When I first began teaching the children of this area, I prayed that one day 
I would get to see some of them teaching 5-Day Clubs and really just walking close with Jesus.  Did the Lord have a treat 
in store for me!  I was privileged (and surprised!) to train 5 of my former Good News Clubbers this summer to go out and 
teach children as they themselves were taught.  Some of them are in high school now, others in early Jr. High, but they 
all have a desire to reach other kids with the gospel.  It is a joy I can’t really explain as I listened to them practice and 
watched as they remembered so much of what they were taught. One of them attended the first after school GNC® at 
an elementary school in San Marcos and I remember well my prayers for this boy (he once threw a chair at me so I 
remember those prayers well!)  I also remember listening to him pray as he asked Jesus to be his Savior.  Listening to 
him now, high-school age, practice the Wordless Book just made me swell with gratitude that Jesus Christ would allow 
me to have a part in something so special, so completely HIM. 
 

I am so encouraged to see “fruit in my children while they are 
children.”  I am blessed through the ministry of your prayers and 
financial support that have enabled me to teach these children for the 
past eight years.  The need now is for me to be a teacher of teachers 
(and less a teacher of children) so that this ministry can multiply.

5-Day Clubs and Christian Youth In Action® 
 

27 youth have been trained this summer to go out and reach children through 5-day Clubs.  A 5-Day Club is much like a 
Good News Club with other twists and is taught 5 days in a row like a VBS would be.  These clubs are taught primarily by 
young people trained through CYIA.  Many of our CYIAer’s are from various churches and youth groups in the area.  
Although the summer is coming to a close, there are still a number of 5-Day Clubs scheduled to go on in August.  Here is 
what some CYIA teachers from Martindale Baptist Church have to say about their first experience teaching 5-Day Clubs:

“I see a need right here that I hadn’t before. It is okay to publicly talk 
about Jesus and people don’t actually get upset. They are wanting to 
hear and aren’t offended when you share God’s love with them. I 
knew Satan did not want me teaching but every day God gave me the 
strength.” -Rachel McDaniel, 15 yrs. 
 

“I was surprised by how well the kids listened. All of these stories 
were new to them.” -Andy Bryant, 17yrs. 
 

“I saw the change in the little boy who believed on Jesus. The next 
day he was listening like it was important and he had to get in all he 
could. That was neat.” -Gloria Gutierrez, 13 yrs.
